Dear Parents and Carers,  
 

It will soon be time for our children to move on to their next year group and new class teacher.

On Transition Day, please bring your child to school at the normal time. Children should go straight 
to their new classrooms, with their belongings, where their new teacher will be waiting for them. 
Teaching assistants will remain with their current class wherever possible to support the children 
during the day. Children will stay in their new classroom all day and will be brought to the 
playground at 3.15pm by their new teacher.   
 

Please note that Mr Harder will teach the ‘new’ Year 3 class in the morning and the ‘new’ Year 6 
class in the afternoon on Transition Day. Parents of children in current Year 3 please note that 
Forest School will NOT take place on transition day. The current Year 5/new Year 6 class will have 
Forest School as normal on that afternoon.
